All of the Waldron Area Schools made Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in English language arts and mathematics.  While we are pleased to have reached this important goal, we are continuously working to improve. 
State law requires that we also report additional information. School districts in the state of Michigan have a process through which they assign students living within their district to schools. Students in Waldron are assigned to schools based on Board of Education-adopted boundaries. 

1.   PROCESS FOR ASSIGNING PUPILS TO THE SCHOOL:
In-district pupils are enrolled automatically.  Schools-of-Choice openings, if any, are posted each year in May and January.  Students are taken through the schools-of-choice program until positions are filled or the deadlines have passed.

We are in the second year of our 3-5 year school improvement plan.  The plan will expire in 2014.  The school improvement team will begin work on a new school improvement plan during the 2014 – 2015 school year.
